Cut background 10 %"X 10 %",
Appliqué using your favorite technique.
Add X" seam allowance for needle turn.
I used spray starch to shape my pieces.
Add any emnbellishment you wish.*
Press wrong side of block when done.
Trim block to 8 1" X 9 %”.

The pattern had a sta- appliquéd on the basket, |
decided to leave the basket plain for you v ¢dd anything you wish to make it your own. You could add a
